	The Environment Program Manager is responsible for developing, implementing, monitoring, evaluating, financial responsibility, and ensuring the quality control of different direct, indirect services related to daily environment and or business opportunity management and operation.  The primary function is to manage and control water, air and land resources, associated natural and environmental protection, and conservation of culturally relevant and ecologically sound utilization and management that are important to the subsistence, sustenance, cultural enrichment and economic opportunity technical/scientific/support services to the tribal members to the extent feasible. 

	General Duties: 

The Environment Program Manager is responsible for developing, implementing, monitoring, evaluating, financial responsibility, and ensuring the quality control of different direct, indirect services related to daily environment and or business opportunity management and operation.  The primary function is to manage and control water, air and land resources, associated natural and environmental protection, and conservation of culturally relevant and ecologically sound utilization and management that are important to the subsistence, sustenance, cultural enrichment and economic opportunity technical/scientific/support services to the tribal members to the extent feasible.

To develop and implement a joint agreement/Memorandum of Understanding/Memorandum of Understanding in the protection of Inupiat health, natural resources and environment between Environmental Protection Agency, Bureau of Land Management and the Native Village of Barrow or any other federal agency and or oil industry activities. To work with Ukpeagvik Inupiat Corporation in relation to the Memorandum of Agreement in issuing permits and control of non-natives hunting on Native Village of Barrow boundaries.

To provide a method for safe subsistence hunting through education, information, and pamphlets.

The Environmental Program Manager will assure that Native Village of Barrow’s ecosystem and environment is not polluted and disturbed through its own program and other constructive working relationships with resource management jurisdictions and authorities.

The Environmental Program Manager will attend the Annual Provider’s Conference, Native American Land Environmental Mitigation Programs (NALEMP) meetings or other meeting from Department of Defense in relations to environment remediation programs which will provide him/her information on the new rules and regulations regarding environmental management issues and legislators.  He/she will attend pertinent EPA or other type of training workshops if available to advance knowledge.
